Introduction

According to Oxford Dictionary, a tribe 15 “a group of {esp. primitive) families or
communities, linked by social, economic, religions, or blood ties and usu. having a
common culiure amnd dialect, and a recogmized leader™ (Allen, 1993, p. L303h).
From this definition, we understand that iribal people are primilive communities
sharing socio-economic and even religiows or bloeod honds. They share a common
culture or dialect and may cven have an accepied leader. as did the Munda tribal
people. During the British persod, certain forest dwellers were declared as “mnbal
people’ and hought within the modern state system and the proselytization of a new
religion, Christianity. To maintain the Munda tribe within this system as well as to
proselytize Christiamity, it was necessary to have European officers and preachers
physically present in the Munda tribal belt. This, as well as the exploitation and
erosion of the Munda way of life, was actively resented by the Muonda tribe. The
celebrated administrator, Mari Eustomji, who worked with numerons tribal peopla
in notth-east Indin, wrote;

No community, tribal or otherwise, will readily welcome in its mads:
the intrusion of o population practising a way of life which is at
complete variance with its owm. (Rustomji, 1983, p.7).

And, so, it was with the Munda tribal people. The prevailing conditions then
conducive 1o a revolt, and the missing apark to light the flame of an uprising was
an able leader, which came in the form of Birsa Munda. The simple tribal people
saw Birsa as a mstworthy leader and even gave him a parallel stams with God.

Ugyen Wangchuck, the first hereditary king of Bhutan took the initiative to
introduce modern education and with the help of the teachers from Kalimpong,
the first school in Bhutan was established at Haa in western Bhutan in 1914 to
impart modern education. Bright and meritorious students after completing
their primary level of studies were sent lo India mostly in Darjeeling and
Kalimpong for further education. The Government of India contributed funds
in the growth of education in Bhutan, The First and Second Five Year Plans in
Bhutan were totally financed by India. Dantak (Indian Border Roads
